Appanoose County Board of Supervisors met in regular session December 3, 2018 at 9:00 A.M. 

in the Boardroom ofthe Courthouse. Present: Mark Waits, Chairman, Neal Smith and Linda Demry, 

Boardmembers. Absent: None. 

Meeting started with the Pledge. 

A moment of silence was observed for former President George H.W. Bush. 

Demry motioned to approve the agenda. Seconded by Smith. All voted aye. 

Smith motioned to approve the minutes of the November 19 & 27, 2018 meetings. Seconded by 

Demry. All voted aye. 

Roger Shindell from Carosh Compliance Solutions gave the Board an update on the HIPAA plan. 

The presentation was interrupted for the public hearing. 

Smith motioned to open the public hearing for ZOMA 1119-01 at 9:15 AM. Seconded by 

Demry. All voted aye. The auditor read Ordinance # ZOMA 1119-01. Waits stated he attended the 

zoning board meeting and the zoning board unanimously approved the change.

$30,000 each in FY20 and FY21 to update the Hazard Mitigation Plan. She also presented a

to start 7/1/2019. Moore stated she can change the start date. Demry motioned to approve the 
contract with a beginning date of 7/1/2019.
