As a Veteran, you are entitled to one Disabled Veteran’s
Homestead Tax Credit in the state of lowa.

There is no limit to the amount of exemption but it may only
encompass one property.

If the home is still in your name, refer to lowa Code Section
425.11(1) to determine if the credit will continue.

Yes. The surviving spouse will need to provide a DIC
(Dependent Indemnity Compensation) letter to receive the
tax credit. If the surviving spouse remarries, he or she no
longer qualifies.

Yes. Asurviving child must provide a DIC letter to
receive the tax credit.
